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It was recently suggested by a member that we
could be better stewards if we developed our own
mail system within the church.  By doing so, both
the church family and the church itself could save
money on postage.  For example,  Bill Leverton
distributes the quarterly giving statements and
catching everyone on Sunday mornings can be quite
a job.  And in order to meet bulk mail require-
ments, excessive copies of CareNotes are printed
that are not mailed out.

Jack Steckley, upon learning of this, graciously
agreed to donate the wood, time and skills needed to
address the solution.  He made a mailbox prototype
that was reviewed and critiqued by a committee.
With a slight modification, the size was adjusted to
accommodate birthday and other greeting cards.
The next hurdle was the name holder.  Different
labels were discussed, but Jack felt they were too
expensive so he engineered wooden labels from
cherry wood.  This was important so they would
match the wood on the front of the mail slots.

The next problem was fastening the boxes to the
wall.  As the walls are concrete blocks, the weight of
the boxes and using the necessary fasteners was
highly unfeasible.  Jack again went right back to
work, designed and made a solid cherry table for
the units on which to sit.  This saves putting holes in
the wall and provides flexibility if the boxes need to
be moved to a different location.  Labels will be
made for each family’s mailbox.

Here are some very important points to
remember:

• The boxes are located in the overflow room
against the south wall.

• There will be one mail box for each family.
• Mail (Care Notes and other mail) will be put in

your mailbox beginning mid June. The exact
date has not been determined.

• If you want to give someone a birthday card,
anniversary card, get well card, etc feel free to
use the mailboxes.

• It is the policy of the Hospitality Committee that
a person receives a name badge if they choose,
after attending three Sundays. The Committee
plans to use the same policy for labeling the
mailboxes.

You will be receiving additional information as
the system is fine-tuned.  Thanks to Jack Steckley
and others that are helping make this project a
success and a positive addition for the Lincolnshire
family.

Timbercrest traditionally receives high marks in
the inspections completed by the Indiana
Department of Health.  Timbercrest had no defi-
ciencies in its two most recent inspections and no
deficiencies in six of its last ten inspections.
Indiana’s Report Card System gives a numerical
score to every Indiana long-term care facility.  The
score is based upon the scope and severity of
deficiencies found in the three most recent
inspections.  Like golf, the lower the score the
better.  Timbercrest’s exceptional score currently is
10. This is significantly better than the statewide
average, which  typically falls in the range of
180-190!  Timbercrest is so proud of their health
care staff and the excellent care they have provided
year after year.
